SUMMER MAILING: Remember to watch for Zion's summer mailing o come your way toward
the end of July. It will have all the information you need about registration (Monday and
Tuesday, Aug. 16™ and 17™) and the start of school events for 2010-2011,

SCHOOL PHYSICALS: These are required for those entering preschool for the I°7 time,
Kindergarten, and grade 6 prior to the first day of school (grade 6 regular physicals can
also be used as the required sports physicals), and those involved in grades 5-8 sports
programs. DENTAL is needed by Kindergarten, 2, and 6™ by May 15, 2011, with the exam
done within the 18 months prior. EYE EXAM is required for those entering Kindergarten or
enrolling in for the first time in public, private or parochial schools. This must be done by
October 15" of the current school year each year, FORMS are available at school.
